Off the back of a highly successful year in 2010, 

that saw Irish exports to Australia grow by more 

than €26 million, it was announced this week 

that Irish firms have secured a further €5.1 

million in new contracts during a trade mission 

to Australia. 

Some 45 Irish technology firms participated in 

the mission, which is the first of a series planned 

for the next four months as Enterprise Ireland 

attempts to promote Irish exports in key high 

potential markets. 

 

This mission was focused on Irish software and 

services exports to Australia, with firms involved 

in IT and mobility, telecommunications, e-

learning, financial services and e-health taking 

part. 

The weeks’ intense programme consisted of a 

number of industry specific events and 

receptions in addition to more than 150 one to 

one meetings between Irish & Australian companies. 

Minister Perry also held a number of meetings with Australian State & Federal Government 

Ministers to discuss the potential of a closer, more collaborative trading relationship with 

Australia in high-tech sectors. 

Describing it as a "highly successful and constructive" mission, 

Minister of State for Small Business, John Perry said the firms had 

secured deals in the financial services, healthcare and knowledge 

services sector. 

 

"Not only did Irish companies secure €5.1m in prestigious contracts 

but we also opened up a number of doors in strategic sectors such as 

medical technologies and financial services," he said.
